The origins of Mount Waverley North Primagchool

On 18th August 1997, following the 199994 period of state governance in which there were school closure

and mergers across the state, school number 5430, Mount Waverley North Primary School was officially c;l)e

The school forming as a product of a merger between the school located on the site, Syndal North Primar
and the school located on the current Junior School Campus of Mount Waverley Secondary College, Wavs
North Primary School.

Bothschools were rich in their own history with Syndal North Primary School, school number 4946, officially

opened 2nd Oct 1967 and Waverley North Primary School, school number 4884, officially opened on 6th R
1962. Both schools had previously inherited enrolments from Syndal State Schd¢dandraState School
which were both closed some years earlier.

Josephine Avenue was named after a variety of Pear grown on Trevor Coleman's orchard. And Trevor Cch

named after Trevor Coleman himself! Muir Street is named after Malcolm Muir, the first President of Mulgr
Shire, who had a 40 acre orchard directly on the North East corner of High Stegoiénson&d. This land was
subdivided into the Park Vista Estate.

LawrenceRd is named after Robert and Richard Laurence who were part owners of Crown Portion 66 in 1§
Not long after purchase the lot was further subdivided into 15 lots. Later the road was widened and extend

south over High Street Rd. West of Lawrence Road becanMiliiera Housing Estate. Geoff Coleman MP whe

opened MWNPS in 1997 was the great grandson of the owner of the land (Henry Coleman).

On2nd October 1967 Syndal North Primary School, school number 4946, was officially opened by Acting Pr
